Club Constitution 
1)
Name

The Club shall be called Lichfield Hockey Club and will be affiliated to England Hockey Club, Midlands Hockey and Staffordshire Hockey.  Lichfield Hockey Club is a sub-section of Lichfield Cricket & Hockey Club Ltd.
2) Aims and Objectives

The aims and objectives of the club will be:

To offer coaching and competitive opportunities in hockey

To promote the club within the local community and hockey

To provide all its services in a way that is fair to everyone

To ensure a duty of care to all members of the club

To ensure that all present and future members receive fair and equal treatment
The club is a non-profit making environmental body 

3) Membership

Membership shall consist of officers and members of the club.

All members will be subject to the regulations of the constitution and by joining the club will be deemed to accept these regulations and codes of conduct that the club has adopted.

Members will be enrolled in one of the following categories below:

Full member

Associate member

Junior member

Life member

Fees for all membership categories will be set annually and agreed by committee or determined at the Annual General Meeting.

All fees will be paid at the start of the season.

4) Officers of the club will be:

The committee may co-opt further members as and when required.
5) Meetings

General meetings

A General Meeting shall be called by the committee or by written request, signed by not less than one quarter of the membership.  Two weeks notice of such meetings must be given by the Secretary to the membership and at least one such meeting should take place each year.

Annual General Meeting/ Election of Club Committee

The election of Officers of the Club Committee shall take place at the Annual General Meeting of the Club.

Quorum

Quorum at General Meetings and the Annual General Meeting shall be no less than 10 members.

Voting

All Club members shall have speaking rights at all meetings, nut only current, registered members or those affiliated by membership form and subscription are entitled to vote.

Amendments to the constitution

Amendments to the constitution must be passed by a two thirds majority of those present at a General Meeting.  
Dissolution

In the event of Lichfield Hockey Club dissolution any remaining assets remaining after satisfaction of any proper debts or liabilities shall be given or transferred to such other groups who run projects for the development of children or people in sport.  Any environmental funds that have been granted shall be transferred to another enrolled Environmental Body.

If the management Committee decides that it is necessary or advisable to dissolve the Lichfield Hockey Club, it shall call a meeting of ALL members of the said club of which no less than 21 days notice shall be given stating the terms of the resolution to be proposed.

If the proposal is confirmed by a two-thirds majority of those present and voting, the Management Committee shall have the power to release any assets held by or on behalf of the club.

With regards to the facility, if the club were to dissolve, then the allocation of the facility will be allocated to another club or for hockey development by prior agreement with Sport England and England Hockey.

6)
Discipline and appeals

All complaints regarding the behaviour of members should be submitted in writing to the secretary.

The Disciplinary committee, either the Ladies or Men’s selection committee, will meet to hear complaints within 7 days of the complaint being lodged.  The disciplinary committee has the power to appropriate action including the withdrawal or termination of membership.

The outcome of a disciplinary hearing should be notified in writing to the person who lodged the complaint and the member whom made the complaint within 7 days of the hearing.

There will be a right to appeal to the Lichfield Cricket and Hockey committee following disciplinary action being announced.  No captains may sit on this appeals committee.  This committee should consider the appeal within 7 days of the secretary receiving the appeal.
